· Digital Art- uses the digital medium as a platform and the implication for in experienced viewer might be that this bodiless material – 1s and 0s is used exclusively from conception to presentation.  Obviously this is not the case and  we have seen numerous works of digital art that incorporates aspects and materials from the fine arts  -2

· Yet, all digital art employs code, algorithms and software to analyze its parameters and manipulate its dynamic behaviors. This the invisible back end of digital art works.

· This type of digital art manifests a sense of the creators artistry in the realm of what we can call the tangible-  an object, a performance, a process in whatever the code makes something do. -3

· While software art often has a visual component the manifestation of artistry with this type of work seems more akin to that found in literature. The artist’s process emphasizes language, the language of the particular code.  

· There is talk of “elegant phrasing” and code as poetry. -4,5,6
· Writers’ efforts to use code as poetry in a literal sense suggest that  you don’t have to be a  programmer to understand code’s fundamental nature as language. -7

· Looking at the code another connection comes to mind. Even before you might realize that you don’t understand the language there is a sense of a communicative process. -8
· The concrete poets sought to start the communicative process not with the preassigned meaning of words but with shape and space

· Code in its virtual uninteligibilty, is free from the formal rhythmical units of poetry and the spoken word for that matter. In that sense it is a concrete poet’s dream in that the vast majority of us must approach it  with an awareness of graphic space as a structural agent.
· appeal to nonverbal communication. concrete poem communicates its own structure: … this sounds like the
